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Franz Liszt was the greatest piano virtuoso of his time, captivating audiences all over Europe with his exuberant personality
and sensational piano technique. Un Sospiro is the third of Trois études de concert, published in 1849. Befitting the beautiful
music, and perhaps Liszt’s mood after his hectic performance tours, Un Sospiro translates to “A Sigh.”
