THE CASTLE OF OLD OAKS Mario Burki

D

Zunachst erklingt eine festliche Melodie im Barockstil, die das majestatische Schloss Wildenstein in
musikalischer Pracht einfangt. In einem darauf folgenden Abschnitt entfaltet sich eine
geheimnisvolle und langsame Sequenz, inspiriert von den alten Eichen, die das Schloss umgeben.
Ein Intermezzo mit dem traditionellen Bubendorfer-Lied folgt, das allmahlich in einen rhythmisch-
markanten Teil Gbergeht. Dieser Teil vertont den politischen Hintergrund rund um das Baselbieter
Ratli, wodurch Diskussionen und Konflikte lebendig werden.

Dieser Abschnitt wandelt sich schnell in einen rockigen, zeitgendssischen Stil, der das
Spannungsfeld zwischen Historie und Moderne aufgreift. Schlie3lich erreicht das Werk ein
grol3artiges Finale, das den Hohepunkt der musikalischen Reise markiert und zum anfanglichen
Schlossthema zurlickfuhrt. Das Finale vereint Vergangenheit und Gegenwart, und die Musik
kulminiert in einem kraftvollen Abschluss, der die Pracht und Geschichte des Schlosses Wildenstein
eindrucksvoll zelebriert.

Mario Burki (1977%) studierte Direktion an der Hochschule der Kiinste in Bern und erlangte den
Master of Arts im Jahre 1999, das Konzertdiplom 2001. Noch wahrend seines Studiums begann er
mit Komponieren und gewann bereits 2001 mit seinem Erstlingswerk,Szenen aus Max und Moritz”
einen Preis beim WASBE-Kompositionswettbewerb. 2012 war Mario ,Composer in Residence” bei
der grossten europdischen Bibliothek fiir Blasorchesternoten CDMC (F), 2013 nahm er seine erste
CD «Of Castles and Legends» mit der Symphonic Wind Band Dunshan in China auf. 2014 wurde er
als Dozent zum 4. Internationalen Kongress fiir Blasmusik in Medellin, Kolumbien eingeladen. Die
meisten seiner mittlerweile 150 Werke wurden von Institutionen oder Verbanden als Teststlicke fir
kantonale, schweizerische oder internationale Wettbewerbe in Auftrag gegeben. 2019 erhielt Mario
Birki vom Europaischen Brass Band Verband den Auftrag, das Teststlick der Challenge Section fiir
den Europaischen Brass Band Wettbewerb in Montreux zu schreiben. Seit 25 Jahren dirigiert er die
Musikgesellschaft Ostermundigen (CH), seit 2019 leitet er die BDB-Camps des Bundes Deutscher
Blasmusikverbande in Staufen (D). Ebenfalls seit 2019 ist er Dirigent des Ziircher Jugendblas-
orchesters JBOZ. Mario engagiert sich in der Jugendforderung, juriert regelmassig an inter-
nationalen und schweizerischen Wettbewerben und leitet zahlreiche Workshops rund um das
Thema Blasmusik.
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E First, a festive baroque-style melody is heard, capturing the majestic Wildenstein Castle in musical

splendor. In a subsequent section, a mysterious and slow sequence unfolds, inspired by the old oak
trees surrounding the castle. An intermezzo with the traditional Bubenddrfer song follows, which
gradually transitions into a rhythmically striking section. This section sets the political background
around the Basel Rutli to music, bringing discussions and conflicts to life.
This section quickly transforms into a rocking, contemporary style that picks up on the tension
between history and modernity. Finally, the work reaches a grand finale that marks the climax of
the musical journey and leads back to the initial castle theme. The finale unites past and present,
and the music culminates in a powerful conclusion that impressively celebrates the splendor and
history of Wildenstein Castle.

Mario Biirki

Mario Burki (1977%) studied Direction at the Bern University of the Arts and obtained his Master of
Arts in 1999 and his concert diploma in 2001. He began composing while still a student and won a
prize at the WASBE composition competition in 2001 with his first work "Scenes from Max and
Moritz". In 2012 Mario was "Composer in Residence" at the largest European library for wind
orchestra sheet music CDMC (F), in 2013 he recorded his first CD "Of Castles and Legends" with the
Symphonic Wind Band Dunshan in China. In 2014 he was invitedto the 4th International Congress
of Wind Music in Medellin, Colombia. Most of his 150 works to date have been commissioned by
institutions or associations as test pieces for cantonal, Swiss or international competitions. In 2019,
Mario Burki was commissioned by the European Brass Band Association to write the test piece for
the Challenge Section for the European Brass Band Competition in Montreux.

Since 25 years he conduct the Wind Band Ostermundigen (CH). He is involved in youth
development, regularly judges international and Swiss competitions and conducts numerous
workshops on the subject of wind music. Mario is a welcome lecturer, speaker, guest conductor or
expert.

On entend d'abord une mélodie festive de style baroque, qui capture la majesté du chateau de
Wildenstein dans sa splendeur musicale. Dans une section suivante, une séquence mystérieuse et
lente se déploie, inspirée par les vieux chénes qui entourent le chateau. Suit un interméde avec la
chanson traditionnelle de Bubend®érfer, qui se transforme progressivement en une partie rythmée
et marquante. Cette partie met en musique le contexte politique autour du Gritli de Bale-
Campagne, ce qui donne vie aux discussions et aux conflits.

Cette section se transforme rapidement en un style rock et contemporain, qui évoque la tension
entre I'histoire et la modernité. Enfin, I'ceuvre atteint un final grandiose qui marque I'apogée du
voyage musical et rameéne au theme initial du chateau. Le final réunit le passé et le présent, et la
musique culmine dans une conclusion puissante qui célébre de maniere impressionnante la
splendeur et I'histoire du chateau de Wildenstein.
