reo pair of spea hould be placed in the rear of the group at an angle towards the conductor’s
odium. Regardi o throughout, my markings are suggestions, not absolutes. Milk the rallentando—

cially th “d@ay back” marking at measure 58—for everything you can. It should be as dramatic as
possible. Li@e, xaggerate all dynamic indicators. These decisions and musical moments are for you
and r musicians to discover. Soloists should relax and explore the musical line for themselves, playing
in aMtyle, but not out of time. The animato at measure 35 should be very light and possess a
dance-like quality in contrast the previous lyrical material. As in the beginning of the movement, the last

eight measures should return gently to the transparency of the opening and fade into nothing.
