Le compositeur russo-allemand Vliadimir Genin est né en 1958 a Moscou dans une famille d'artistes. Il a obtenu son diplome du Conservatoire Tchaikovski
de Moscou en 1983. Son mentor, Gueorgui Sviridov, fut I'éléve de Dmitri Chostakovitch, I'un des plus grands compositeurs russes. Depuis 1996, Genin vit et
travaille a Munich, en Allemagne.

Les ceuvres de Genin ont été interprétées par des orchestres symphoniques, des ensembles de musique de chambre et des cheeurs en Europe, en Russie et
aux Ftats-Unis, notamment : I'Orchestre Philharmonique de Graz, I'Orchestra del Teatro Comunale di Bologna sous la direction d'Oksana Lyniv, 'Orchestre
du Théatre Mariinsky de Saint-Pétersbourg et I'Orchestre Philharmonique de Rotterdam sous la direction de Valery Gergiev, le Boulez Ensemble Berlin, les
Menuhin Academy Soloists, I'lnternational New Symphony Orchestra de Lviv et la Kyiv Camerata (Ukraine). Sa musique a été programmeée dans de nombreux
festivals internationaux, parmi lesquels : Pietrasanta in Concerto (Italie), Hohenloher Kultursommer et Rhein-Sieg Kammermusikfestival (Allemagne), Moscow
Autumn (Russie), MozArt Lviv, Contrasts Lviv (Ukraine), le Serbia Music Festival a Belgrade, le Gori Choral Festival (Géorgie), ou encore le Musikfest de la
Société de Musique Nouvelle de Munich.

Ses compositions ont été interprétées par des musiciennes et musiciens de renom, parmi lesquels les violonistes Valeriy Sokolov, Simon Smith et Rebekka
Hartmann, les violoncellistes Guido Schiefen et Tim Hugh, I'altiste Paul Silverthorne, I'organiste Hansjorg Albrecht, le contre-ténor Christopher Ainslie, la
pianiste Olga Domnina, et bien d'autres.

Parmi ses créations récentes : deux opéras de chambre d’aprés des textes de Rainer Maria Rilke - Alkestis et Orpheus. Eurydike. Hermes - créés en 2023 a
la Pierre Boulez Saal de Berlin ; ainsi que son Concerto pour accordéon, créé a la Philharmonie de Berlin en 2024, avec le soliste Marko Sevarli¢ (accordéon),
sous la direction de Miran Vaupotic.

The Russian-German composer Vladimir Genin was born in 1958 in Moscow into a family of artists. He graduated from the Moscow Tchaikovsky
Conservatory in 1983. His mentor, Georgy Sviridov, had been a student of Dmitri Shostakovich, one of the greatest Russian composers. Since 1996, Genin
has lived and worked in Munich, Germany.

Genin’s works have been performed by symphony orchestras, chamber ensembles, and choirs across Europe, Russia, and the United States, including: the
Graz Philharmonic Orchestra, the Orchestra of the Teatro Comunale di Bologna under the direction of Oksana Lyniv, the Mariinsky Theatre Orchestra of St.
Petersburg and the Rotterdam Philharmonic Orchestra under Valery Gergiev, the Boulez Ensemble Berlin, the Menuhin Academy Soloists, the International
New Symphony Orchestra of Lviv, and the Kyiv Camerata (Ukraine). His music has been featured at numerous international festivals, such as Pietrasanta in
Concerto (ltaly), Hohenloher Kultursommer and Rhein-Sieg Chamber Music Festival (Germany), Moscow Autumn (Russia), MozArt Lviv, Contrasts Lviv
(Ukraine), the Serbia Music Festival in Belgrade, the Gori Choral Festival (Georgia), and the Musikfest of the Munich Society for New Music.

His compositions have been performed by renowned musicians, including violinists Valeriy Sokolov, Simon Smith, and Rebekka Hartmann; cellists Guido
Schiefen and Tim Hugh; violist Paul Silverthorne; organist Hansjorg Albrecht; countertenor Christopher Ainslie; pianist Olga Domnina; and many others.

Among his recent works are two chamber operas based on texts by Rainer Maria Rilke ~ Alkestis and Orpheus. Eurydike. Hermes ~ premiered in 2023 at the
Pierre Boulez Saal in Berlin; as well as his Accordion Concerto, premiered at the Berlin Philharmonie in 2024 with soloist Marko Sevarli¢ (accordion) under the
direction of Miran Vaupotic.

This collection brings together four pieces from the cycle Les Fleurs du Mal — Twelve Songs and Dances
inspired by Charles-Pierre Baudelaire by Vladimir Genin.

The poetic journey unfolds in striking contrasts: beginning with the sensual yet painful Invitation to the
Voyage (Tango), followed by the biting irony of Impure Woman (Scherzo). It then turns to the nocturnal
confession of | Adore You (Nocturne), before culminating in the passionate fire of My Terrible Passion
(Tarantella), carrying the listener into a whirlwind of dance.

Through its alternation of lyricism, drama and virtuosity, these four songs offer a condensed journey into
the Baudelairean universe, speaking both to the mind and the heart.
