Our first solo, Rock, Paper, Scissors, consists almost entirely of eighth notes,
usually counted:

1&2&3&48&

At measure 24 we begin to come across some faster (sixteenth-note) subdivisions,
but they only occur in a few fills.

Eighth-note grooves have been used in countless songs since the emergence of
rock’nroll in the 1950s. The eighth-note time-feel, then, is a logical one for any
beginning drumset player to explore first.
