The PIANO STUDENT and the PIANO
THEORY books of the Primer Level are used for the
very first lessons. Many pieces in the STUDENT can
be combined into ensemble as well as using the
Second Parts. The PIANO REPERTOIRE book of the
Primer Level can be introduced about the third lesson
giving many more tunes. Numerous patterns are
learned by memory at this time.

When the students have progressed to page 20
in the PIANO STUDENT, Level One and can play a
three note chord, this book, CHORDS AND KEYS,
should be introduced. The combination of these two
books gives the students a total learning experience of
music reading and multi-keys.

The PIANO THEORY, Level One, should be
used to correlate the fundamentals presented in the
STUDENT. The PIANO REPERTOIRE provides
additional music and the PIANO TECHNIC reinforces
the technic elements presented in the STUDENT. The
solo sheets of the LIBRARY provide the motivation
