Relative Keys - D Major and B Minor

D major and B minor are relative keys. The key of B minor is built on the 6th degree of D major.
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When the minor scale uses the same notes as the relative major key, it is called a
NATURAL MINOR scale. In minor keys, the 7th degree is often raised one half step.
When the 7th degree is raised, it is called a HARMONIC MINOR scale.
