Am Anfange erschuf Gott den Himmel und die Erde. Die Erde war unfdérmlich
und vermischt. Finsterniss auf der Fliche des Abgrundes, und der géttliche
Geist war webend auf den Wassern. Da sprach Gott: Es werde Licht'! da war
Licht. Gott sah das Licht, dass es gut sei, und Gott unterschied zwischen
dem Licht und der Finsterniss. Gott nannte das Licht Tag, und die Finsterniss
nannte er Nacht; da ward Abend und Morgen, ein Tag.

Der Komponist hat sich von der poetischen Beschreibung des ersten Tages
der Genese inspiriert, um den Ruf aus der Tiefe des Abgrundes gegen das
Licht auszudriicken, wie im De Profundis. "Der erste Tag" kam sowohl als ein
symphonischer beschreibender Satz als auch als Hoffnungsgesang verstanden
werden.

The first day

"In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was
without form and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep.

And the spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. And God said: "Let
there be light!" and there was light.

And God saw the light, that it was good; and God divided the light from the
darkness.

And God called the light Day and the darkness he called Night. And the even-
ing and the morning were the first day."

The composer took inspiration from the poetic description of the first day of
the creation in Genesis, in order to express the call that rises from the depths
of the abyss towards the light (as in a De Profundis).

"The first day" can considered as a descriptive symphonie movement as well as
song of hope.
