In 2012 he won the Professional Euphonium Solo prize at the competition run by the International Tuba and Euphonium
Conference (ITEC) in the Brucknerhaus in Linz (Austria). In 2013, he obtained a Bachelor of Arts in Classical Music at the
HKB. In 2014, he won the first prize at the International Jeju Brass Competition in South Korea. Gilles Rocha plays
regularly as a soloist in Switzerland (Kultur- und Kongresszentrum in Lucerne, Stravinsky Auditorium in Montreux) and
abroad (International Convention Centre in Ghent in Belgium, Brucknerhaus in Linz).

In 2015, Gilles Rocha obtained a Master of Arts in Music Pedagogy at the HKB with honours and the special
congratulations of the jury. He then continued his studies as a conductor and qualified with a Master of Arts in Music
Performance again at the HKB under Ludwig Wicky, Rolf Schumacher, Florian Ziemen and Corsin Tuor. He also attended
various masterclasses with well-known brass music personalities such as Steven Mead, Jan Van der Roost, Henrie Adams
and Rex Martin.
