
Kit Turnbullstudied composition with Martin Ellerby atthe London College of Music and
Media before returning first as the Composition Fellow and later on the statf where he was
until October 2005, Course Leader for the MMus (Symphonic Wind Ensemble Direction)
course and Composition Tutor. He is also a Composition and Harmony Tutor to the Royal
Air Force Music Services. Kit was awarded the Silver Medal of the Worshipful Company of
Musicians in 1998, and has since completed numerous commissions, from solo works
through to large-scale pieces for orchestra, wind ensemble and brass band, that have
been performed all over the world. He has worked in W and film where his credits include
music for the most recent Blackadder film Blackadder Back and Forth and also as an
orchestrator and arranger for numerous events including the opening night of the
Millennium Dome. Kit writes extensively for exam boards, including LCM Exams and the
ABRSM music medal examinations, and also adjudicates for the National Concert Band
Festival at both regional and national level. Married to Becky, he has a young son, Rueben
and until he can relocate currently resides in Harrogate, North Yorkshire!

TIME LINES was commissioned by the Hampshire County Youth Band and their
conductor Leighton Rich, and first performed at the Royal Festival Hall, London on 7 July
1998. This arrangement for concert band was made by the composer especially for the
Polyphonic recording of the same name. The time line is a western musicological device
that allows us to define many of the rhythms used in sub-Saharan music. lt is essentially a
12-beat pattern that can be subdivided as 6x2,2x6,4x3, or 3x4, which generates many of
the polyrhythms that are common in African music. Time Lines is a single continuous work
made up of four contrasting sections which are based on various aspects of African dance
and choral music. The slow introduction introduces many of the rhythms that the piece is
based on and is followed by afast section which quotes a South African hymn, Abasundu
Nabamhlope (the first line of which translates as 'Black and whites, let them give thanks
together', The chorale section which follows makes use of phrases from the hymn Nkosi
Sikelel' iAfrika (Lord Bless Africa) which was written in 1897 and has since been adopted as
the national anthem of several countries in Southern Africa. The final allegro section sees
the drawing together of the various dance and choral elements used in the piece with the
percussion section playing rhythmic patterns generated bythetime line.
