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Foreword

The s0l0 voice.is aprominent theme in the biblical story. It was a single voice crying
out inrthe wilderness, “Prepare the way for the Lord!” which challenged people to get
ready for the long-awaited Messiah. It was often a lone voice that.God used as his
spokesperson to deliver important messages to the earliest followers.. Think of Moses
as he led the children of Israel, or the various Old Testament prophets who were called
upon at different times to deliver messages of hope, challenge, or;admonition to the
people of God. It was often the voice of a single writer who recorded various aspects
of Jesus’ life and ministry for our study in the New Testament gospels. And it was the
Apostle Paul’s insights and wisdomywhich gave guidance to early Christians and to
those of use who still read his letters to the early churches.

The solo voice is still a prominent part of our Christian worship today. Ttis'typically a
single pastor or teacher who provides a homily offering guidance and insights into
God’s word in our worship gatherings. And itis often a vocal soloistwho may be called
upon in a worship, fellowship, wedding, orfuneral setting to provide inspiration, com-
fort, or to reflect a biblical truth in seng. 1Tt is for this reason‘that I have created and
compiled this book of vocal solos:

The songs-eontained in this collection represent a wide range of music literally spanning
hundreds of years. They come from a variety of sources and can be used in countless
settings by soloists called upon to contribute the gift of music. Ibelieve in the songs in
this collection! They speak of profound truths and are wedded with memorable
melodies. I have tried to make the arrangements creative, yet accessible, so that they
will serve the faith community.

Use them creatively and allow God te use you as a voice through which his Spirit can
encourage and help those who'share the journey of faith with you!
