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MAJOR SCALES IN SHARPS

A scale consists of eight tones in alphabetical order beginning and ending on the same letter name. These tones, called
degrees, are numbered 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 8. A major scale is a series of whole steps and half steps. The half steps
come between degree numbers 3 and 4, and degree numbers 7 and 8. All the other steps are whole steps.
